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SESSION DESCRIPTION


In many situations, different decision-makers have to give their point of view on an action (selection from applicants, choice from different projects, …). In this way, they have to debate to attempt to get a consensus. This debate is a process of negotiation between decision-makers. Each of decision-makers try to win others over to its opinion and try to create coalitions. This session aims to present models of negotiation between people with the help of game theory, multi-agent system or any other approaches.

The aim is to bring together researchers and practitioners from a variety of background and disciplines to share their works and findings. The session will promise to be a great forum for people with common research interests to interact, to exchange ideas, and to initiate future collaborations. 

We welcome contributions covering any aspect of negotiation models and game theory, including but not restricting to the following:

· Game theory for negotiation

· Decision making process

· Cooperative Decision Process
· Aggregate preferences
· Multi-agent negotiation for decision making

· Major theme of the paper, related to the major themes given above. 

· Paper title. 

· Extended abstract of 500 to 1500 words and/or paper drafts of 2000 to 5000 words, in  

            English. 

· Author(s) and/or co-author(s) with names, addresses, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail addresses.

PAPERS REVIEWING AND PUBLICATION
Submitted papers will be reviewed. Accepted papers, which should not exceed six single-spaced typed pages, will be published by means of paper and electronic proceedings.

Best papers will be selected for awards and might be recommended for journal publications.

April 15, 2003: Acceptance notification.
