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Complex research projects often require multidisciplinary teams to address multifaceted problems – but such teams can be challenging to manage. In this volume, we are seeking contributors to help answer the question, “What makes good multidisciplinary research?”  The book will assemble accounts from individuals or teams who have engaged in multidisciplinary projects across a range of domains of investigation, including (but not limited to) engineering, the social sciences, philosophy, chemistry, physics, ecology, computation, social network analysis, design, biology, statistics, and medicine. The book will provide a site for exchanging experiences in multidisciplinary/interdisciplinary research and will offer readers useful insights into developing and managing their own cross-cutting projects. Both case studies and more general methodological/theoretical discussions are welcome, but all contributions should provide lessons learned and insights from actual project experiences. In particular, we are interested in accounts that discuss methods of communication, use of common representational formats, importance of team dynamics, organization, and trust – and most importantly, the challenges and rewards of participating in multidisciplinary work.
